Every Believer Should Be Inviting People To Church

It is said that only ten percent of Christian
gi fto of evangel i sm. It is also said that only f
ever lead someone to Christ. This means that only 5 out of 100, or 1 in
20, will lead someone to Christ, and that only half of those who are
igi ftedo to, actwually will! While the statistic
can really make a difference if we just invite people to church.
According to Scripture, 1t is every Christian
lead people to Christ, and part of that lies with inviting people to
Church. Why should you invite people to church? There are at least five
reasons:
They will hear the gospel, maybe for the first time and some may even
accept the Lord
They will connect with Christians at church
Real spiritual needs may be met at church
The church will grow by you inviting others
People are more likely to come to church when invited by an individual
Most Christians are nervous, or even a |little |
to church. They fear rejection, the loss of a friendship, or may feel
that they wil!/ Aimess thingso up, due to a | ack o

ea. But you can invite others to our church! And you can be successful!
People you love may come to Christ, and the church that you love will
grow! The key to Church growth is not a secret; it involves sometimes
something as simple as an invitation to attend church.

Inviting people to church is not complex, but rather simple and a sim-
ple plan may help you feel more confident. So in this first part, next
month will be part two, let me encourage you by giving six helps to ena-
ble you to invite people to church.

First, have a right relationship with God. Though God can use any ves-
sel, the more in tune we are with the Lord, the more the Lord is likely
to use us in His service.

Second, have a right relationship with those in your church. The
church is one body, and for each member to be effective we must get along
with the other members of the body. The body must be unified to be a
witness to the lost around us.

Third, maintain a positive testimony before others. We are to be a
Light to the lost world around us, is your Light shining brightly. If we
call ourselves Christian, we must act as such.

Fourth, pray that God will give you a burden for lost people. This is
one prayer that is always answered in the positive. If we are living for
Jesus, the Lord will burden our hearts for the lost around us.

Fifth, pray consistently regarding the opportunity to invite people to
church. We pass people on a daily basis that could use an invitation to
church. Letdébs us put feet to our prayers and 1in

Sixth: try to understand lost people as much as possible. The more we
understand people the more we are able to relate to them. Sometimes we
miss inviting people to church simply because we know nothing about the
people we see every day.
