THE POWER OF PRAYER

Despite what we may or may not understand about prayer, God has deliberately chosen this

particular vehicle as the one that drives his activity in
means by which he allows us to partner with him in the fulfilling of his will. He has

created prayer as a primary way of putting us into personal contact with him and with

his eternal realities, any hour of the day or night.

Prayer is the portal that brings the power of heaven down to earth. It is kryptonite to

the Enemy and to all his ploys against you.

When Paul describes our spiritual armor , he includes the belt of truth, the body armor

of Godds righteousness, the shoes of peace, the shield of
tion, and the sword of the Spirit 0t he very Word of God. But he doesndt
in the Spirit at all times and on every occasion. Stay alert and be persistent in your

prayers for al/l believers everywhere, o0 Paul says in Ephesi
There it is. The fuel that drives everything: prayer .

A prayer chain is a way for people to gain assistance in prayer for any serious and

pressing problem. It is also a way for any person to act on God's command to love one

another ( John 13:34 - 35). Many people cannot engage directly in ministry but we can all

pray. Many are older or ill themselves but can take the time to help others and to make

their time and suffering valuable. Prayer is a way for us to reach out of ourselves, to

put aside our loneliness and pain for the sake of another. Jesus teaches us that if we

agree on anything and ask in faith it will be granted ( Matthew 18:19 ). "l tell you, ask

and you will receive..." ( Luke 11:9 , Matt. 7:7 ).

Encourage people who make requests to get back in touch later when their situations im-

prove, progress is made or the crisis has been resolved. Receiving praise reports helps

encourage the intercessors that their cruci al wor k i's maki

i ves. Remember that things getting fAbetterodo are an answer

to pass along news of progress and perseverance as answers to prayer along with healings

and final recoveries.

The Cornerstone Prayer Chain is basically sent out by Email. It is mainly for the mem-

bers of our congregation. The prayer chain will accept any request for prayer. A few

rules have been required.

1. Request can be set by email or telephone

2. Name and prayer request are required

3. Updates are a must. This is important as the participants would like to know the out-
come.

4. Praises make for a positive prayer report

5. If a update has not been given, for 30 days, the name will be removed from the list

6. The original requester can at any time remove the requested prayer from the list

7. See page two (2) for prayer chain contacts

8. Make sure we have your correct email address

This is your prayer chain, treat it with respect

In April of 2016, there was a 7.8 magnitude earthquake that hit the western coast of Ec-
uador which caused many deaths, damage to buildings and infrastructure.
